The former Granada Cinema in Mitcham Road is Grade I listed, and was the first cinema in the country to be listed at the highest grade. I have attached the listing description which gives the history and a description of the architectural features.

The cinema has been in use as a bingo hall for many years under different operators, and is currently operated by Buzz Bingo. 

During its life as a cinema the building also hosted gigs by the Beatles, the Rolling Stones and Frank Sinatra, among many others. There is a plan to install a plaque commemorating this lesser-known history on the front of the building.

The building is not subject to an Asset of Community Value notice and is currently for sale. Any alterations to the building, internally or externally would require listed building consent, and given the building is Grade I listed this would involve Historic England and the Twentieth Century Society.
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
